Recital Update

Picture & Rehearsal details: Thursday June 3rd at the Jefferson Center, Shaftman Hall and Friday June 4th at the Jefferson Center, Shaftman Hall.  Please refer to your recital packet for individual class times.

No adults will be allowed in the auditorium unless you have a VOLUNTEER BUTTON.  Parents may wait in the downstairs dressing room, or drop their children off with their class parent in the dressing room.  There will be parent volunteers for each class supervising.

May 17th – 22nd we will meet with parents of all classes ages 3-10 to answer any and all recital questions.  We will do this the last 10 minutes of class time, so please plan on attending.

More Recital Information…

DRESS REHEARSALS ARE MANDETORY!  Students who do not attend dress rehearsal run the risk of  not performing in the recital.
Students should bring all costumes, tights, dance shoes, and stage make up to rehearsals.  Dress rehearsal is necessary prior to students going on stage for the performance.  This is the time when students will become confident and comfortable being on stage.
ACCESSORIES – be sure to have all accessories prior to picture and rehearsal day.  Most classes have at least a head piece that is to be worn with the costume.

BE SURE STUDENT’S NAME IS IN ALL PARTS TO ALL COSTUMES AND ALSO IN SHOES!

All dance shoes must be clean.  Strings on ballet slippers must be tucked in for photos and performances.  Students should also have extra bobby pins and safety pins at all times.  If you have specific questions about costumes or accessories, please see the teacher of the class.
During Recital

Students remain in the dressing area (under supervision) throughout the performance.  For the security of your children, no one is allowed in the dressing room area except for designated volunteers.  During the performance, all audience members should remain in their seats and not go backstage.

Since our 3pm show is estimated to be roughly 1.5 hours long, there will be no intermission.  All preschool children will stay backstage with their class moms until the conclusion of the show.  At that time, parents may come to the dressing area to pick up their child.

Videos

Cameras, Cell Phones, Video Equipment, etc. are NOT permitted during the recital!  It is extremely distracting and disrespectful to performance and audience members to have cameras in the auditorium.  It is also for SECURITY REASONS.  You do not know where a video or picture of your child could show up unauthorized if it is randomly taken by someone else.  Please cooperate!  The performances will be professionally recorded.  You may choose to purchase DVDs directly through that company.
Parent Volunteers

Parent Volunteers are needed to make our recital a success. Class Moms supervise students and rehearsal and throughout the performance in dressing rooms; enforce safety rules, keep all students from class together and ready to perform.  This is one of the most important jobs!
